Grading Procedures:
· Student’s grades will be weighted at 80% of their grade from assessment and 20% of their grade from daily work/ homework.  
· Assessment (80%) - all assessments will be given a point value.  Student's grades will reflect the percentage of points the student earns from the total allotted points.
